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South Africa scrape past Pakistan as
World Cup delivers first clifthanger

Proteas hold their B
nerve while Pakistan
lose theirs in a match
that had everyone on
the edge of their seats

MUMBAL: The 2023 World Cup
finally has a match that went
right down to the wire. A close
contest, a mad contest and
everything else in between. In
the end, as Keshav Maharaj let
out aguttural roar, South Africa
had somehow managed to pipa
desperate Pakistan by one
wicket at Chennai’s MA Chi-
dambaram Stadium. The choke
had been on but the Proteas sur-
vived.

With South Africa looking
comfortable in their chase of
270, the game suddenly came
alive in the 4lst over. Upto that
point, South Africa were well in
control of their chase — needing
22 runs from 60 balls with four
wickets in hand. Easy, right?
Think again.

But much to their fans’ dis-
may, Aiden Markram, who had
led the chase with a superb 91
(93 balls), went for a big shot off
leg-spinner Usama Mir only to
get aleading edge. His dismissal
would have sent shockwaves in
the South Africa dressing room.

In the next over, Shaheen
Shah Afridi got a wicket off the
first ball to remove Gerald Coet-
zee to make it 250/8 . Then,
Haris Rauf took an impossible,
improbable catch off his own
bowling to send Lungi Ngidi
back.

Keshav Maharaj, however,
kept his nerve to hold fortat one
end. With four runs to win, he
turned left-arm spinner
Mohammad Nawaz’s second
ball of the 48th over to the fine
leg fence to clinch victory.

It was a heartbreaking result
for Pakistan. They have the rep-
utation of coming alive late but
they've left themselves with no
margin for error.

At Chennai, they lived up to
their reputation but were left to
rue the below-par showing by
the batters, who were not able
to play out the 50 overs. After
their fourth straight defeat, they

are in a tough spot.

South Africa go top of the
points table with their fifth win,
having a better run-rate than
India, who have a game in hand.

Smart bowling
Earlier, smart bowling changes
by captain Temba Bavuma,
effective use of the short balls
by the pacers and a superb dis-
play of wrist spin bowling by
Tabraiz Shamsi helped South
Africa keep a check on the Paki-
stan batting.

But Pakistan recovered well
after being 141/5 to reach 270.

Shamsi was the pick of the
bowlers with 4/60, providing
the vital breakthroughs in the
middle overs after Jansen had
done the damage at the start of
the innings. The tall left-armer

NEW DELHI: Playing their first
match on homesoil in one-and-
a-half years, the Indian hockey
team expectedly beat Thailand
7-lin the Women's Asian Cham-
pions Trophy opener in Ranchi
on Friday evening.

Local player Sangita Kumari
(29th, 45th, 45th) starred for the
home team, scoring a hat-trick
to ensure that India maintained
an unbeaten record against the
southeast Asian team in the six
games the two teams have
played against each other.

However, Thailand, the low-
estranked outfit in the six-team
tournament at world No.29,
scored their first ever goal
against India when Supansa
Samanso sounded the board in
the 22nd minute against the run
of play. The other Indian goals
came via Monika (7th), Salima
Tete (15th), Deepika (40th) and
Lalremsiami (52nd).

‘While India was clearly the
dominant team, they were far
from their best despite scoring
seven. India ripped apart the
Thai defence, attacking regu-
larly but lacked finishing, which
was all over the place, or the
home team would surely have
scored in double digits.

Vandana Katariya, Lalrem-
siami, Salima and Sangita cre-
ated multiple chances but
missed out on scoring in the
goal-line melee. Had it not been
