India Studying Report on
likely EU Sanctions on Co

May seek clarity during meetings with EU officials next week

New Delhi: India is studying a report
which implies that the EU may sanction an
Indian firm along with three Chinese
firms for doing business with Russia.

The government may seek clarity during
aslew of meetings with EU senior officials
in Delhl next week who will gather for the
Raisina Dialogue (India’s premier foreign
policy dialogue), itis understood.

The timing of the report is curious as it
comesaheadof thevisitof several Europe-
an Foreign Ministers and EU officials here
next week, according to a source who did
not wish to be named. Interestingly,
pean states are purchasing refined Russi-
an crude from India.

The EU has putforward new traderestric-
tions targeting approximately two dozen
companies, including one from India and
three from China, accused of backing Rus-
siafollowing the war in Ukraine.

If approved, this move would mark the
first instance of the EU imposing sanc-
tions on mainland Chinese companies.
Earlier attempts tolist Chinese firms were
dropped due to resistance from certain

member states and assurances from Be-
ijing. But EU sanctions require unanimo-
us approval from all member states and
may undergochanges before adoption.

Tt may be pointed out India has not joined
any sanctions against Russia since the Uk-
raine war. Bilateral trade has jumped ma-
nifold to touch $60 billion since the war
with India and Russia actively using
INSTC besides Chennai-Vladivostok route
to trade with Russia. However, certain In-
dian companies are apprehensive of se-
condary sanctions.

he Delhi High Court on
I Tuesday formed a com-
mittee of expertsregard-
ingthereformation/improve-
ment of the health and med-
icalinfrastructure of all hospi-
tals of Delhi governed by the
Centre Government, Delhi
Government and Municipal
Corporation of Delhi.

The bench of Justice Man-
mohan and Justice Manmeet
Pritam Singh Arora, while pass-
ing directions to constitute a
committee of experts, stated that,
since this health and medical
fieldis an extremely specialized
area thatrequires subject expe-
rience and deemed knowl-
edge, we deem it expedient to
appointa committee of experts
that shall consider the matter
in detail and place their sug-
gestions and recommenda-
tions. The court also stated
thathugeinvestment, alongwith
structural reformsin the func-
tioning of government hospi-

el

tals without entering into a
blame game, is the need of the
hour to come year of neglect-
ed apathy, which can only be
done if there is consensus on
themeasures tobe adopted both
in the short and long run.

The courtdirected the com-
mittee of experts to suggest ways
for optimizing the existing
resources in the various hos-
pitals located in Delhi owned
by the Delhi, central government
or MCD.

The committee is also to
devise a mechanism for the
establishment of a control
room that will enable the pro-
vision of real-time informa-

tion concerning the availabil-
ity of ICU beds in the various
hospitals and their timely avail-
ability for patients. Availabili-
ty of infrastructure, medicines
and adequate manpowerin the
hospitals for operating/man-
aginghigh-end equipmentand
critical care units in various hos-
pitals, court-directed.

To reduce the stress on
referral hospitals by strength-
eningthe peripheral hospitals
located in various districts of
Delhi, the end-to-end mech-
anism for ensuring uninter-
rupted supply of medicine,
injections and consumables
in government hospitals, said

the court while seeking com-
mitteerecommendations onit.
The court also asked the com-
mittee for a mechanism to fill
the vacant postsin hospitals on
a contract basis until regular
incumbents join through
UPSC/DSSB.

Other recommendations,
which the committee thinks are
fitand proper for the purpose
ofimproving the medical serv-
ices provided by the hospitals
in Delhi to the public at large.

The court passed directions
while dealing with a suo motu
PILinitiatedin 2017 regarding
the availability of ICU beds
and ventilator facilities in gov-
ernment hospitals, stressing
the need for medical infra-
structure to keep pace with
the city's population.

The Coury earlier showed
displeasurewith the government
of NCT Delhi and concerned
departments for the non-avail-
abilityofadequate health infra-
structure in the national cap-
ital. The Delhi government
suggested on Monday that the

committee should consist of sub-
ject matter experts who have
wide experience in the field of
health infrastructure man-
agement and management of
critical care unitsand intensive
careunits or have a proven track
record of working as activists
ontheissueofhealth. Accord-
ingtoastatusreport, outof 735
sanctioned posts of non-teach-
ing specialists in Delhi gov-
ernment hospitals, 287 posts,
i.e., 39 pcofthetotal sanctioned
posts, are lying vacant.

Specialties like radiology,
Neurosurgery and medicine,
which are essential formanaging
critical care patients, have more
than 50% of sanctioned posts
lying vacant. More than one-
third of the sanctioned posts of
anesthetists, who arein charge
of critical care units, are vacant.
Similarly, 282 (21%) sanctioned
posts of General Duty Medical
Officers (GDMOs) and 25 (61%)
sanctioned posts of Dental
Surgeons {Civil Assistant Sur-
geons (CAS)} are also lying
vacant.
